For your personal prayer, you picked a Psalm and read it; then prayed/sang praise/gave thanks to

  God based on that Psalm. After the praise time, you prayed your requests IN LIGHT of the praise you 


  had given. What Psalm and what did you notice?  
IV. Group discussion: How important do you think church prayer meetings are?

V. Scriptural challenge: I Cor 14:16 and Psalm 66  
- Group prayer should have something you can’t do as individuals
- Group response was something done in early worship services (I Cor 14:16)

- People left group prayer energized and committed
- God is not boring – there is great creativity with God

VI. Group prayer time:  (based on Psalm 66:3, 5)
Based on Psalm 66:3 & 5: As you feel led, please thank God for something He has done or provided in your life – ‘Lord, thank you for ….’. After EACH person has shared, all the group will respond in unison

 ‘Lord, how awesome are Your deeds’. Then the next person immediately share what they are thankful for
